The Details: 

• The Tarpon Springs Public Art Committee (TSPAC) is requesting
submission of art work for public display in the fifteen Illuminated Art
Boxes installed at the Sponge Docks  in Tarpon Springs.

• New or existing works in any media (including sculpture, photography,
etc.) can be submitted.

• Works will be submitted as digital images not to exceed 1 MB sent to
DWood@CTSFL.US.  Naming the image: the email should include the digital image 
named with artist surname and title of work (Picasso-Guernica.jpg, for example).

• In the body of the email: artist’s name, any art affiliations, e-mail, phone number, 
address and title of work. A high resolution photo should be available for printing if 
the art work is chosen.

• Images will be selected by the TSPAC. Preference will be given to Tarpon Springs' 
residents.

• Artists will be paid a $100 honorarium for each image chosen. A maximum of two 
images per artist can be submitted. The artist will retain the original work and it may 
be offered for sale by the artist.

• Deadline for Submissions: Wednesday, June 2, 2021.

• Final Selections to be made by PAC: Wednesday, August 11, 2021.
Artists will be notified via email within 24 hours of PAC meeting.    
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
